Notes for completing the Banns Application

The top two lines of the form contain the information that will be entered in the marriage registers and on your marriage certificate. Therefore it is essential that spellings (particularly of names) are correct. During the planning we take every step to ensure that your details are correct. However, you should keep a copy of the form so that you know what you have written and can inform the Rector of any changes to the details you have given immediately. Failure to do so could lead to a lengthy and sometimes costly process of correction with the Registrar. 
Common errors


Ensure that you enter your age at the date of your wedding (not your age now)


For Condition you should enter PMD (Previous Marriage Dissolved) if you have been divorced (not ‘single’)


Occupation and Father’s occupation. If retired we need to know what the occupation was before retirement.

Ensure that you leave only one church in the box headed Marriage at.

The form can be completed electronically and emailed for checking. It will be necessary to check and sign the form but this can be done when you come for your first interview.

If you do not know the exact time of your wedding yet, this can be agreed later. However, please note that whilst we respect the “Bride’s privilege” to be late but the time stated for the wedding is the essence of our contract to provide you with any goods and services. We cannot guarantee these (e.g organist and choir) if the agreed start time is not adhered to. A maximum of five minutes would be a respectful concession to this tradition. In the case of excessive lateness it may be necessary to postpone the solemnisation of the marriage to a time later that day (or even another day).

The time can be revised by you at a later date but only in writing and with at least one month’s notice.
